Pupil Acceptable Use Guidance

All pupils must follow the rules in this policy when using school laptops and iPads.

Pupils that do noft follow these rules may find:

e They are not allowed to use the laptops and iPads.
e They can only use the laptops and iPads if they are more closely watched.

Teachers will show pupils how to use the laptops and iPads.

Rules

| will only use polite language when using the laptops and iPads.

I must not write anything that might upset someone or that might be offensive.

| know that teachers will regularly check what | have done on the school laptops and iPads.

I know that if teacher thinks | may have been breaking the rules, they will check on how |
have used the laptops and iPads before.

I must not tell anyone my name, where | live, or my telephone number over the Internet.

I must not tell my username and passwords to anyone else but my parents.

I must never use other people’s usernames and passwords or computers left logged in by
them, unless | have been asked by a staff member to do so.

I must log off after | have finished with my laptop.

I must not use the laptops and iPads in any way that stops other people using them.
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I will not take a picture or video of other children or staff in school without asking their
permission. | will only take photographs and videos that are appropriate and support my
learning.
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I will not use my mobile phone in school without permission from a member of staff.
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I will report any websites that make me feel uncomfortable to a member of staff.
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I will tell a member of staff straight away if | am sent any messages in school that make me
feel uncomfortable.
